Equipment 
Competitors and coaches are reminded that it is their responsibility to ensure that equipment, including 
ski length and radius, conforms to discipline specifications. All competitors and forerunners must wear 
approved CRASH HELMETS for all disciplines. 
Minis - are not permitted to wear catsuits while competing. 

 
Eligibility 
All Juniors and Children should be registered with the British alpine Seeding System (BASS) for the 
2009/10 season.(ensure you are included in the 2010-1 BASS list which will be issued at the beginning 
of December.) The organising committee reserves the right to accept non registered racers at their 
discretion, non registered racers will need to provide proof of appropriate third party liability insurance 
and cannot gain seed points. 
 
Competitors in the Bairns (Minis) categories must be registered with their Home Nation Governing Body 

or submit a signed Snowsport GB Athlete Declaration Form (can be downloaded from any 
HNGB website) and proof of public liability insurance, which includes cover for racing with the race 

entry. (Proof of membership of an HNGB affiliated club should cover this)
